Due to the fact'that the Cardinals were inexperienced and light, we were outmanned
and wound up with another losing season, 2-7-1. VSD won its first game against host
Hargrave Military B team, 18-0. Donald Blankenship, who was the heart of our VSD of-
fense thru the season, rushed for 176 yards and caught 5 passes for 53 more for our
first victory.

The undermanned Cardinals shocked the heavily-favored North Carolina School for
the Deaf by tieing them 20-20 in our 32nd annual homecoming game after trailing 20-6 in
the first half. Coach DeVito called the tie a moral victory for his squad.

VSD evened its record for the season of 2-2-1 by a 14-7 victory over a most improv-
ed and stubborn West Virginia School for the Deaf on our gridiron before losing the next
five games.

Donald Blankenship was our leading rusher with 111 carries for 704 yards as well as
our leading pass receiver with 20 receptions for 314 yards. Wade Thomas, freshman
quarterback, passed for 5 touchdowns and completed 62 out of 176 attempts for 761
yards, an average completion of 12 yards, giving up 21 interceptions.

Kenneth Kingery was our leading defensive man with 49 unassisted tackles and 19 as-
sisted tackles. Charles Gornto was second in the defensive category with 43 unassisted
and 22 assisted tackles.

The departing seniors are Benny Warden, Kenneth Kingery, Donald Blankenship,
Larry Fortune, Wally Hucul, and Mike Wright. Jeff Spielberger, who is also a senior,
has been our A-1 manager for the last four years. Jeff will be sorely missed.
